He engaged independent laboratories, published technical articles explaining the structure of his firmware, and even encouraged the community to attempt hacking the early versions of his products. They aren’t just building a gadget—they must ensure a level of security that meets the crypto community’s rigorous standards, a community wellknown for its skepticism toward centralized or poorly developed solutions. On the workbench, electronic boards, security chips, and miniature screens come and go. Any vulnerability—whether in hardware or software—could compromise the entire system. This interdependence demands seamless communication between hardware engineers and software developers. With each new prototype iteration, they ensure the software adapts, the screen functions correctly, the buttons respond properly, and, above all, the user experience remains straightforward. Test screens flash by: language selection, PIN entry, generating initial crypto addresses, balance verification... Every step is scrutinized to avoid unnecessary clicks or confusion for the end user.

For Ledger, security is both its strongest selling point and its greatest challenge. Entering this market without offering unparalleled protection is unthinkable, forcing the team to anticipate and thwart every conceivable attack:

• Software attacks: where malware on the user’s computer attempts to intercept transactions.
• Physical attacks: where a thief seizes the device to extract private keys directly from the chip.
• Social engineering: where users are tricked into sharing passwords or recovery seeds with malicious actors.

To mitigate these risks, they implement a "secure element" chip, commonly used in banking cards but adapted to meet the specific needs of a crypto wallet. They also integrate a screen that allows users to review each transaction directly on the Ledger device, avoiding any software manipulation between entering a transaction command and its execution. Simultaneously, the team develops a companion software (Ledger Live or an early equivalent) to guide users step-by-step and help them back up their recovery seed—a crucial sequence of words used to restore the wallet in case of device loss or theft. Another major early challenge is building a reputation. In the blockchain world, the community is highly critical and attentive. Claims of security are not enough; they demand proof, audits, and code reviews. The Ledger cofounders understand this well and bet on transparency to win trust. They openly publish parts of their firmware and invite security researchers to test for vulnerabilities. In parallel, the team begins attending crypto and blockchain conferences. These funds help recruit new talent, internalize key skills, and refine the product design. To solidify their reputation, they multiply their participation in international conferences, particularly in the United States and Asia, where crypto is experiencing explosive growth. They meet other ecosystem players, forge alliances, and draw inspiration from global practices to refine their own product. This initial phase of the startup is thus marked by an intense mix of enthusiasm, hard work, and constant reevaluation. It is a period of learning to calibrate the product based on market reactions, evolving the software interface to integrate new currencies or protocols, and structuring the company to absorb the growing volume of orders. For Éric Larchevêque, these early days represent both a confirmation of his intuition—there is indeed a massive need to secure crypto-assets—and a real-world test of his ability to innovate concretely. Ultimately, these first months crystallize the very essence of a tech startup: starting from an ambitious concept, turning it into a credible prototype, and gradually overcoming the obstacles that separate raw innovation from market adoption. Thanks to a foundation of co-founders driven by a shared vision and the tenacity of a team ready to face uncertainty, Ledger succeeds in proving wrong those who doubted the future of hardware wallets. Financial stakes are enormous, the crypto community continually demands more features, and each new potential security flaw could shake customer trust. In this climate, it’s easy to succumb to stress. Aware of this risk, Éric Larchevêque and the leadership team encourage the implementation of support systems for employees: regular check-ins to discuss challenges, awareness initiatives about workplace well-being, and access to corporate coaches or psychologists. The aim is not to deny the pressure but to address it and ensure no one burns out to the point of losing the passion that drives Ledger. Managers are trained to detect signs of burnout and to foster a culture of care, even in a competitive environment. In this context, internal communication becomes a strategic tool. The first wake-up call comes when Ledger must address a wave of phishing attempts targeting its customers. In these attacks, malicious emails and websites mimic the company’s official appearance, tricking users into entering their passwords or “recovery phrases” (seed phrases). While Ledger itself is not directly hacked in these scenarios, the company must bear the reputational fallout. Some users, deceived by these tactics, lose part or all of their crypto assets. In the crypto ecosystem, where trust is hard-won and easily lost, this incident serves as a major wake-up call. Éric Larchevêque and his team realize they must not only enhance the technical security of their hardware wallet but also educate and inform users about best practices. Ledger swiftly implements an action plan to mitigate the impact of these phishing campaigns. On one hand, the company increases its official warnings, publishes tutorials on identifying fraudulent emails, and collaborates with web hosting providers to swiftly take down suspicious pages. On the other hand, a dedicated team of moderators and customer support representatives is mobilized to address user concerns, explain the methods employed by scammers, and reiterate that Ledger will never ask for a user’s seed or confidential information. This transparency and responsiveness, though requiring 24/7 efforts, bolster the company’s image as a community-focused protector, even when the threat does not stem directly from a product vulnerability. However, the challenges extend beyond phishing. As Ledger’s user base grows, more sophisticated hackers attempt to uncover vulnerabilities in the firmware or hardware components of the wallet. Several security research labs, sometimes funded by competing companies or investment funds, launch bug bounty programs targeting the Ledger Nano or other models. In this environment, even a minor verified vulnerability can spark global attention, as the crypto sphere eagerly scrutinizes case studies on system robustness. Anticipating this scenario, Ledger adopts an exceptionally transparent policy. The company opens part of its source code, encourages the community to test the devices' resilience, and offers bounties to anyone reporting a verified breach. This approach, considered risky by some, proves advantageous in the long term. It reinforces Ledger’s reputation as a company willing to subject its product to critical examination, reassuring both investors and crypto users. Moreover, active collaboration with security researchers helps quickly identify improvement opportunities. While these audits occasionally reveal potential attack vectors, Ledger builds credibility by addressing them promptly and communicating openly about the fixes. One of the most notable incidents, however, is the data breach that compromised a database containing customer information. Although the private keys stored in the wallets remained untouched—and thus secure—the event sent shockwaves through the community. The contact details of thousands of users (email addresses, names, and even physical addresses) were leaked on hacker forums. Overnight, some Ledger wallet owners began receiving extortion threats, more targeted phishing messages, or simply an influx of spam. Ledger’s leadership responds immediately by activating a crisis team: emergency communication, internal investigations, and cooperation with authorities. Éric Larchevêque, acutely aware of the incident’s seriousness, publicly apologizes on behalf of the company and details the measures being taken to mitigate the consequences. technical conferences, where Ledger unveils its countermeasures and invites the community to assess them. To manage its brand image and maintain user trust in a sometimeshostile environment, Ledger relies on a continuous information strategy. Security bulletins are published with each critical firmware update, explaining the nature of the fixes in an accessible manner. These bulletins include notes on whether specific vulnerabilities could be exploited and practical recommendations for customers. This proactive communication strategy prevents rumors and demonstrates that no incidents are concealed. The philosophy remains unchanged since the company’s inception: security depends as much on technology as it does on education and transparency.
